Questions for Reflection on the Scriptures 

Sixth Sunday of Easter 
 

Acts:  “In truth, I see that God shows no partiality.  

Rather, in every nation whoever fears him and 

acts uprightly is acceptable to him.”  This 

statement does not reflect the political 

winds of today.  Rather we seek to separate 

ourselves from others, to deny the refugee 

and immigrant.  Yet the grace of the Holy 

Spirit can bring about change and 

understanding.  Consider how different 

Peter is from the time when the disciples 

hid behind locked doors in the upper room 

out of fear till this story today.  Pray for the 

gift of the Spirit that we too may be both 

bold and accepting as we encounter others 

today. 

1 John:  “Whoever is without love does not know 

God, for God is love.”   To us this phrase 

might sound trite yet there have been so 

many images and conceptions about God.  

God has been seen not only as the great 

creator but the great judge and great 

warrior.  God has been seen as jealous, as 

angry and as destructive.  Yet if one 

believes that God is revealed best in the 

image of Jesus, then John feels compelled
