Questions for Reflection on the Scriptures 

Fifteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

Sunday, July 15, 2018 
 

Amos 7: 12-15—“Go, prophesy to my people.”  

The prophet Amos speaks honestly to Amaziah.  

Amos explains that he knows who he is and where 

he is from.  And yet, Amos knows that God works 

through this shepherd to prophecy to the people.  

Can I trust that God can work in me and through 

me to become a prophetic voice, not to be 

intimidated but to speak the honest truth? 
 

Ephesians 1: 3-14—“God chose us in Christ, 

before the foundation of the world.”  This short 

passage from Paul to the people of Ephesus speaks 

the mystery of our salvation history: we are chosen, 

from the beginning of time, known by Jesus Christ, 

and sealed in the Holy Spirit. And the fullness of 

who we are is known through   Trinity in order to 

give praise and to honor God’s glory. Do I know 

that I am a part of God’s plan for the salvation of 

our world? 
 

Mark 6: 7-13—“He began to send them out.”  

Jesus summons his disciples and sends them out, 

two by two.   Jesus missions his disciples, not with 

things for survival like food, clothing or money.
